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ACADEMICS 
• Every Monday is a C day with Periods 1-6. (With the exception of Sept 5-10 which are all C days.)   Mondays are not early release this year.   
• School schedule is: C (Mon), B (Tues), A (Wed), B (Thurs) & A (Fri).  B days are Periods 2/4/6.  A days are Periods 1/3/5. 
• Some classes have required class fees, which are due before the quarter ends.  Class fees not paid by the end of the quarter will be  charged an 
 additional late fee.  Nov. 2 is the last day of the first quarter. 
• Shorewood Library hours are 7:15-2:30 on C days; 7:15-3:30 on A/B days with the exception of Fridays when the Library closes at 3:00.
